REUNION TIPS FROM DOWNRANGE
 [For the next several issues of the Striker Statement, this column will provide some insights into what is being discussed about reunion with soldiers “downrange” with the hope that soldiers and family members might use it as a conversation starter in the weeks to come.]

Reunion Tip #5:  Put yourself in their shoes.

One of the things that may challenge soldiers returning home from an operational deployment is trying to describe their experiences to someone who hasn’t been in their boots.  How it feels to spend tedious hours at a checkpoint in 130-degree heat, or worry that every pile of trash is an IED, or using a porta-potty in an Iraqi summer.  That in ability to relate a life changing experience may lead to frustration and loneliness as they return to loved ones that have no frame of reference.

The opposite is equally true!  Family members may also feel frustrated in trying to express the hard work and challenges that faced them while their soldier was deployed.  This can be compounded when the loved one feels that they aren’t appreciated and are left in the background while so much attention is given to the returning soldier.


To avoid those frustrations and the possibility of hurt feelings, here are some friendly suggestions:

· Soldiers, put yourself in the shoes of those whom you left behind.  Try to imagine what it would be like if your spouse was deployed in a combat zone.  What worries would you have?  What responsibilities would you have?  How would you support your deployed spouse?

· 
Help your family members to understand where you’ve been by sharing pictures and expressing feelings as a result of the experience.  For instance, you may say, “I felt scared…” or “I felt proud…” In short, if they don’t have a frame of reference for how you felt, provide one by sharing your feelings.

· 
Finally, listen!  Be intentional about when and how you listen to those who are trying to communicate their feelings.  And take control of the environment around you to ensure that when you’re ready to communicate your feelings, the setting is just right for others to listen.


A Bible verse fits for this situation:  “Do unto others as you would have done unto you.”  Try to put yourself in your loved ones’ shoes and listen!

The soldiers of HHC continue to provide all the support missions needed to keep their brothers in the line companies on patrol.  In addition to the many tasks needed every week, from providing water, food and ammo, to keeping the maintenance up on all the various vehicles current, they are also performing many more tasks. CONQUERORS

     Of all the organizations that are helping to provide security in Central Baghdad, one of the most innovative is the Iraqi Civil Defense Corps (ICDC).  The ICDC, one part of the “New Generation” of security, is a military force composed of local Iraqis committed to self-defense.   The organization is charged with preserving internal security and national institutions.  The establishment and development of the ICDC has been one key mission for the Coalition since its arrival in Baghdad.

      The Charlie Company (Comanche), Task Force 1-35 ICDC members started with a few local Iraqis who enlisted for one-year commitments.  These ICDC soldiers were lightly trained and given the task to assist Coalition soldiers in providing security for the people of Baghdad.  There were, however, some challenges in establishing the organization.  Initially, ICDC soldiers were issued uniforms used by former soldiers of the former Iraqi Army.  They did not appreciate the association with the former regime, and refused to wear the uniforms that were issued to them.  Many of the soldiers needed time to adapt to the level of discipline required to be an ICDC soldier.  Despite several challenges, these soldiers were committed to helping to provide security.  One of their initial tasks included identification checks during checkpoint operations. 
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     After several months of training, Comanche ICDC soldiers developed the disciplined needed in soldiers responsible for providing security for Iraqi neighborhoods and key infrastructure.  They were equipped with new uniforms and equipment.  The coalition leadership of Charlie Company began to notice the increased potential in the ICDC soldiers.  ICDC soldiers were now being incorporated into unit patrols into Central Baghdad neighborhoods.  They were required to execute some of the same responsibilities as their Comanche counterparts.  This included taking part in pre-combat inspections and preparing for mission execution.  In addition, ICDC soldiers were taught to maintain their weapons and equipment by conducting maintenance on them.  They were required to uphold standards just like their coalition counterparts.

     Comanche ICDC began assuming larger roles during joint patrols and checkpoint operations.  They began to prove their ability to eventually become an organization capable of conducting autonomous operations.  The Charlie Company, TF 1-35 leadership began conducting squad level training for these dedicated Iraqi men and women.  Training consisted of simple drill and ceremony as well as small unit tactical movements.  With this training, the ICDC began to grow stronger and the confidence of its soldier increased tremendously.  On the streets of Baghdad, they were becoming more visible, and more dedicated Baghdad citizens expressed interest in joining.

     As more recruits completed basic training and joined the ICDC organization, a more robust leadership was needed.  A platoon leader and platoon sergeant were selected and began taking a larger part in planning and executing operations.  These new leaders took charge of their platoon by executing training when possible, and enforcing standards.  With the number of ICDC soldiers increasing by the day, the ICDC leadership has decided to expand the training of the unit.  Training is now being planned for a platoon size element, as well as integrating platoons to train at the company level.  

      As the Comanche ICDC became more capable, their responsibilities and missions changed.  There is no longer a requirement for the ICDC to be accompanied by soldiers of Charlie Company on any mission they performed.  Comanche ICDC is now autonomously providing security for an apartment complex.  In addition, they are executing joint offensive operations with Charlie Company.  During joint operations, these Iraqi soldiers assist in providing security and conducting searches.  

As coalition units prepare for a transition of forces in Baghdad, ICDC will remain constant throughout the city.  It may have had humble origins and it may continue to experience normal growing pains, but the Comanche ICDC soldiers have become extremely effective is providing security for the people of Baghdad.

        Despite the unpredictability in the daily lives of soldiers serving in Baghdad, the men of C Company, 40th Engineer Battalion constantly strive to remember the real reason they are here, to build a brighter future for the people of Iraq.  Nowhere has that been more evident then when the Soldiers of A&O and Headquarters platoons ventured into the community of Salhiya, Baghdad to begin work on school 

improvements.  The project, to be funded by task force 1-35 armor through the 2nd Brigade Combat Team, will concentrate on the necessary furniture and supplies that the five schools require better instruct the pupils.  


     
The mission began nearly five months ago when C company’s 1st Platoon, under the leadership of 1LT Jeter, began to contract projects to rebuild the schools which had fallen into disrepair after the fall of the former regime.  The schools had been repaired and reopened just in time for the new Iraqi school year to begin.  Through the course of the year however, the teachers began to discover other deficiencies.  

      
When 1LT Holbrook, 1SG Bailey, the men of A&O, and the platoon’s long time interpreter Mohammed, arrived at the schools they were met not only with a crowd of excited children but also an anxious staff.  The principles of each school gave the soldiers a tour of their schools and created a list of issues and supplies that they needed to better perform their duties.  The soldiers and administrators discussed everything from security to sports, as well as overcrowded classrooms.  In many cases the desks were crammed with three students when they were meant for only two, many rooms had no windows, and still others had no power. 


       
After discussing all the problems with the five schools, one soldier, SGT Aaron Kimes took the opportunity to spread a little good cheer to the children.  Thanks to a shipment of candy canes from SGT Kimes’ mother the children in an all girls school were able to enjoy a little bit of candy as a reward for their hard work in school.  After leaving the schools, the hard work began, with Mohammed getting estimates from local contractors.  Soon the teachers will begin to see real progress when their much needed supplies begin to arrive and the soldiers of C company and the 40th Engineer Battalion will have completed another mission in support of building the future of Iraq.

     Another month has passed which means the Thunder Battalion is one month closer to coming home.  The realization of redeployment is becoming clearer with each passing day, especially when we see elements of the unit replacing us.  The leadership of 1-9 CAV from the 1st Cavalry Division visited in early February and is setting the conditions for a successful transition.

I will ask everyone to maintain the same level of discipline upon return that they have shown here in Baghdad.  This way, we will all be able to enjoy our reunion with our loved ones and the Baumholder Community.

     Hello to all Team Hurricane families and friends from Baghdad.  I am incredibly happy to report that this is the last newsletter for Operation Iraqi Freedom. CHAPLAIN’S CORNER
 How God's Word Will Make You Free 

John 8:31-32

Then Jesus said to the Jews who had believed in him, "If you continue in my word, you are truly my disciples; and you will know the truth, and the truth will make you free." 

Notice carefully what Jesus actually said. It is not those who "start in the word" or "try the word for awhile" who will be made free. You must continue in Jesus' message -- His Word. It must be His accurate message -- not just someone's idea of it, or tradition. 

Some translations use the word "abide" instead of "continue." Abide means to stay somewhere continually. Either way, the meaning involves staying with it. 

Note that Jesus said in verse 32, "and you will KNOW the truth . . ." Just hearing the truth does not necessarily make you free. You must KNOW that it is the truth. When you KNOW something, you will act on it. If you are not acting on something, you do not yet truly KNOW it. You act on what you know. 

Hearing the truth is not enough. Loving the truth is not enough. Even speaking the truth is not enough. You must continue until you know that you know that you know that you know. Only then are you at the point where truth will make you free. The reason is that only then will you be able to act with faith and boldness on God's Word. 

The devil is against you and is intent on keeping you in bondage. Only when you KNOW where you stand will you act in faith and overcome the strategies of the devil. You may ask, "How can I KNOW the truth? I just have weak faith." 

Jesus gave the answer: continue in His Word. As you continue in the Word of God you will become convinced -- you will know -- you will have faith. When you reach the point of knowing something -- you will act on that knowledge. In this way the truth will make you free. 

This works in every area of life: your relationships, your health, your finances -- everything. Continue in the Word of God in any subject -- and you will eventually see the fruit of freedom in that area of your life. God gave you His Word for your benefit -- not for His benefit. He already knows the truth, and always acts on it. You are the one who needs help. Because God loves you, He gave you His Word. 

SAY THIS: I will continue in the message of Jesus Christ. As I do I will know the truth. As I act on that truth it will make me free.
