SUBJECT: Command Policy Letter 14, Morning Parade

1. PURPOSE.  To establish policies concerning Morning Parade within the 2nd Brigade, 1st Armored Division.

2. APPLICABILITY.  All soldiers assigned to 2nd Brigade, 1st Armored Division

3. POLICY.  

a. My intent is to reinforce the climate of discipline in the Brigade, maintain the appearance and marching skills of Soldiers, and enhance NCO professionalism by the conduct of morning parade daily while units are in garrison.  Morning parade would usually be conducted after morning PT, but prior to the time a Soldier reports to his regular place of duty.

b. The program will be run entirely by noncommissioned officers. The Command Sergeants Major and unit First Sergeants are responsible for the program. Morning parade will be on the unit training schedule and will consist of inspections, squad/section dismounted drill, and dissemination of information. Inspections will be conducted daily, every Soldier will be inspected every duty day. Drill and ceremonies will be conducted as appropriate.

c. The NCO support channel will develop and execute the program in their units, and all NCO's will provide feedback, suggestions, and comments to their Battalion Command Sergeant Major and the Brigade Command Sergeant Major as appropriate.

4. POC is the 2nd Brigade CSM at DSN 485-6502/7511.

5. This policy supersedes the previous policy, is effective immediately, and will be posted on all unit bulletin boards.
